REGULAR MEETING MINUTES

Bob Pasch arrived at 7:08.

Motion by Rod Cole, seconded by Curt Gottschalk to approve the agenda as presented with no additions or deletions.   Motion carried 6/0.

Denise welcomed Julie Christensen and Jessi Spry to the meeting.
Jessi Spry spoke about the textbooks she received with her tribal grant.  She also reminded the Board that the fair is next week.

Hot Lunch payments of $4,025.48, Athletic Fund payments of $15,753.40,  and Capital Projects 2017 checking payments of $19,173.27 and Capital Projects 2017 Money Market deposited CD proceeds ACH into Money Market of $655,496.71.  Motion carried 6/0.
Julie Christensen is requesting a year's leave of absence to teach in Kuwait this year.  

Motion by Rod Cole, seconded by Heather Curtiss to approve the Professional Staff Leave of Absence Request as presented.  Motion carried 6/0.

Denise reported that the Beal City Education Foundation Committee will be working on the Fall Fundraiser. 

Bill Chilman gave an update on the Bond Projects.

Bill Chilman reported that he has sent the Board his Draft Goals for the year.

The Policy Committee will meet to review the document produced from the MASB Board Governance Standards Workshop and how to put the ideas in to place .

Riley Reyes, Tom Atkinson and Ashley Finnerty have resigned as PCMI coaches.

Bailie Erway has been hired through PCMI as the Fall Sideline Cheer Coach and the Competitive Cheer Coach.

Motion by Rod Cole, seconded by Heather Curtiss to approve the 2nd reading of the Elementary Student Handbook and Cafeteria Handbook as well as the 1st and 2nd reading of the Athletic Handbook pending wording changes as presented.  Motion carried 6/0.

Motion by Rod Cole, seconded by Curt Gottschalk to approve the 1st Reading of the Secondary Student Handbook pending the suggested changes as presented.  Motion carried 6/0.

Motion by Rod Cole, seconded by Bob Pasch to approve the non-union wages for 2018-2019 including the changes as presented.  Motion carried 5/0.  Curt Gottschalk abstained.
